Change to the definition of Immigrant Student:

ò Immigrant children and youth means individuals who:

ò (A) are aged 3 through 21; 

ò (B) were not born in any State; and 

ò (C) have not been attending one or more schools in any one or 
more States for more than 3 full academic years.

é For the definition above, "state" means the 50 states, the District of 
Columbia, and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico (Section 3301(6) of ESEA).

ò Are children (students) born to U.S. citizens abroad (e.g., children 
born on a military base overseas) considered immigrants for 
purposes of this file?

é These students can be considered immigrants if they meet all the criteria 
in the definition of immigrant.

DATA REPORTING

× Currently, CEDARS is not linked to the bilingual 
databaseðtherefore, districts will need to upload 
bilingual data to the bilingual database for the 2009-10 
school year.

× Districts need to continue to:

× Upload student information each month to CEDARS, which is 
the OSPI student database. This upload has been greatly 
expanded to include bilingual program information. 

× Enter student information to its own Student Information 
System (SIS) ðnames include WESPaC, WISPC, Citrix, SASI, 
Zangle, etc.

Å 177 districts have entered New-To-Program data

Å 24  districts have not entered New-To-Program data

Å Continuing ELL students:  EDI File

Å 20 districts have not entered continuing in program data 

Å Information to check beforeentering student data

If the student  did not show up, do not enroll them and then withdraw.
